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Camps Sports & Excursions Fund (CSEF) 2021  

 

The Camps, Sports and Excursions Fund helps eligible families to cover the costs of school trips, camps and 

sporting activities.  

If you have a valid means -tested concession card, such as a Veterans Affairs Gold Card, Centrelink 

Health Care Card or Pensioner Concession Card, or are a temporary foster parent, you may be eligible. 

Payment amounts this year are $125 for eligible primary school students. Payments are made direct to the 

school to use towards expenses relating to camps, excursions and sporting activities for the benefit of your 

child.  

If you applied  for CSEF through our school last year, you do not need to complete an application form 

this year, unless there has been a change in your family circumstances.  

If you would like to apply for the first time, please come in to the school office and ask for an application 

form.  

You can also download the form, and find out more about the program and eligibility, on the 

Department of Education and Trainingõs Camps, Sports and Excursions Fund web page. 

Check with the school office if you are unsure, and please return completed forms to the school office by 

the end of Term 1, Thursday 1st April.  

Parent Payment 2021

Year 4 Swimming and Water Safety Program  
 

The Swimming in Schools initiative provides funding to contribute to the cost of delivering quality 

swimming and water safety education so  all students have the opportunity to:  

¶ learn how to swim  

¶ develop lifelong skills in water safety to reduce their risk of drowning and injury  

 

By the end of primary school, it is anticipated that students should be able to demonstrate the 

knowledge and skills identified in the Victorian Water Safety Certificate. The Certificate is 

awarded when a student can:  

¶ swim 50m continuously  

¶ answer water safety -based questions  

¶ perform simple rescues.  

In response to this program Irymple South Primary School are running an intensive week long 

program targeted at all Year 4 students, delivered by qualified swimming instructors at the 

Mildura Waves Aquatic Centre.  

The program will run in Week 2 Term 2 from 

Monday 26 th April to Friday 30 th April and will 

involve a 45 minute session each day. Students in 

Year 4 requiring extra help towards achieving this 

award will have additional follow up lessons in 

Term 4. 

There will be no cost to the students for this 

program.
